GESTATIONAL SURROGACY IN THE USA: 







  L E G A L    I S S U E S

In 48 out of 50 states in the USA, paid surrogacy is legal.  In Pennsylvania, where our agency is located paid surrogacy is legal and  the   Law allows to issue Birth Certificate directly to the Intended Parents’ names, so that neither  surrogate nor her husband are considered to be Legal parents of the child born via surrogacy, if child IS NOT biologically related to The Surrogate Mother and her husband. 

By law, all children born in the USA are eligible for the United States citizenship.  Child gets his/her own US Passport and not added to their parent’s passport.  Normally, children travels home to their country by their US passports. 


After obtaining Birth Certificate, the Intended Parents may chose to apply for citizenship at their Embassy or at least register their child(ren)’ birth.  It will simplify later to apply for citizenship in your home country.   We provide all necessary documents as required by your Embassy to register Birth Abroad.  

NOTE:  Citizenship laws vary from country to country and subject to changes.
It may sound too complicated, but , in fact , it is not.

To summarize:

1) The Intended Parents will obtain birth certificate into their own names

2) Child will obtain US citizenship by birth and US Passport to travel home

3) The Intended Parents should register birth of their child in their Embassy in the USA to facilitate the process of obtaining their home citizenship later



MARRIED COUPLES:  Birth Certificate is issued into the Intended Parents names directly at the Department of Vital Records.  Our attorney will petition Family Court at the County where birth thought to occur.

SINGLE FATHERS:  Birth Certificate is issued into the Gestational Carrier’s Name and the Biological Father’s name, regardless if the donor’s egg was used or not.  Another option is – to issue Birth Certificate into the Biological Father’s name only.  

CHILD’ NATIONALITY:  Passport for the child born in the USA are obtained in the Embassy of your country.     In some cases, due to complications in Citizenship laws, it is more convenient to apply for the USA nationality for the child born in the USA, since the US laws allows it, and later to apply for father’s nationality at your Embassy or at home.  Please, contact our agency for more details.  

UK recognizes surrogacy and requires special procedure that is referred as “ birth of surrogate child abroad” that is quite straight forward and not complicated.



A B O U T    O U R 
P R O G R A M

Our program exists for more than 12 years.  Currently, we only offer program in the USA, New York area.

ALL Intended Parents who worked with us achieved their goal of becoming parents.  However, all applicants must realize the following:

a) It might take more than one IVF attempt to achieve pregnancy.

b) We use donor’s egg to achieve above average success rate of 70-80% per IVF transfer.     All donors are healthy women under the age of 28.  Some of them successfully donated before.
c) If the couple plans to use their own eggs  ( the Intended mother’s eggs), and the Intended mother is over 35, the success rate might be very low.  ( About 10-12% per IVF transfer).

d) PGD testing to eliminate chance of genetic abnormalities might be used prior embryo transfer, however, keep in mind, that PGD might damage the embryo, since it requires removing a cell for analysis.  The cost of PGD is over $5000.
A B O U T     GESTATIONAL CARRIERS

Our typical gestational carrier is a healthy women under the age of 36.  Most of them are married, have 1-4 children, work part – time, or stay at home mothers.  Most of them have their own health insurance to cover pregnancy and delivery.   All of them are socially and emotionally stable, do not use drugs, and  do not test positively for any sexually transmitted disease.   

All carriers are screened by an IVF clinic for their ability to conceive via embryo transfer

And to carry child to the term prior to the beginning of the process.  Testing for carriers includes:  psychological testing ( MMPI test), tests for ALL sexually transmitted diseases, including AIDS/HIV, and HSG test to examine women’s uterus.

GESTATIONAL SURROGACY:  
GENERAL

GESTATIONAL SURROGACY :   In the present time, we offer Gestational Surrogacy program.  In case of Gestational Surrogacy, Intended ( Biological ) parents will create embryos with help of IVF procedures.  Later, embryos will be transferred into  Gestational carrier who will carry the child to birth.  The child will be biological related to the Intended Parents , NOT to the carrier.    In case, the Intended Mother is not capable to produce good quality of eggs due to her age, illnesses, etc., we strongly recommend using donor’s egg.
Success Rate of the Procedure:  The average IVF clinic demonstrates success rate of 30-32% per embryo transfer.  Routinely, doctors transfer no more than 2 embryos to avoid high multiples, but it is possible to transfer higher number of embryos.  

Our agency is the only agency in the United States that is “goal oriented”.  Our absolute goal is to achieve your dream of having a child.   After more than 12 years of practicing surrogacy in the USA and Russia, we realized that we can only achieve pregnancy with high success rate of 60% if and only if:

· Egg donor is young healthy women under the age of 28

· Gestational carrier is healthy women under the age of 36.

If this combination is met, in our practice, 2 out of 3 embryo transfers resulted in successful pregnancy. 

We recommend the Intended Parents to work with Egg donor (s) provided by the IVF clinic to reduce management and travel costs and to simplify process.  You will have a chance to review donor’s profiles when you visit IVF clinic for your initial consultation with the reproductive endocrinologist.

RETAINER  REQUIREMENT:  

Agency requires  all our patients to put certain amount of money into a Retainer Account upon signing Service Agreement with an Agency.

We open separate joined accounts ( Intended Parents +Surrogacy International ).  We guarantee that the excessive amount will be returned to the Intended Parents.  We provide the Intended Parents with the  original  bank statement .

All other payments are made on a monthly basis, beginning written confirmation of pregnancy and in accordance with Service Agreement between the Agency and the Intended Parents, Surrogate’s Agreement, and Egg Donor Agreement.

The schedule of payments will be prepared by the Agency within 2 business days, following written confirmation of pregnancy.
